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ISA Illinois slow pitch softball is going great.   Through ISA league and tournament play, we have registered 400 teams to date.  By the end of the year, we should register between 500 and 600 teams in Illinois.  This is due to the great complexes I have working with me.  TK Wendl’s in Urbana, Four Seasons in Springfield, Alpha Park in Bartonville, Woodard Park in Clinton, and Eureka Lake Park in Eureka.  All of these parks are doing a great job.

So far this year, we have run 15 different qualifying tournaments in Illinois.  The following are the winners and runners-up in the qualifying tournaments we have ran.  Grand Opening “D” in Bartonville, Slick Rick’s from Bloomington won and Parkway Auto from Bloomington came in second.  Grand Opening “E” in Bartonville, Sudden Impact from Clinton defeated Sharps Softball form Bartonville 7-4 for the title.  Clinton “D” and “E” Equalizer, Slick Rick’s from Bloomington defeated Players Lounge from Canton for the Championship.  Miller Lite 45 & over State was won by Muehl’s softball from Belleville.  They defeated SWS Morgage from Bartonville for the title.  

At Alpha Park in Bartonville the annual Splash Tournament brought in 32 teams.  Thirteen “D” teams and Nineteen “E” teams.  In the “D” tournament, Kelly Glass from Peoria, after winning their first game by one run over Wide Guys from Bartonville, defeated Bombers from Mackinaw 23-14 in the championship game.

In the ‘E” division Sharp Softball also won their first game against Club Sandwich by one run.  Then Sharp Softball went on to defeat Vance Construction from Bartonville 14 –2.  The title game was Vance Construction’s fifth game of the day.


At TK Wendl’s in Urbana, June 7th, Prime Time from Paris tops the five-team field by defeating Todd & Johns from Urbana.  Prime Time will participate in the Women’s World August 15-17 in Auburn, AL.  Also on June 7th, Cardinal Transport from Coal City defeated C-Town from Clinton to win the “E” state qualifier that was held at TK Wendl’s.

In the Eureka Lake Classic held June 28 and 29 Sauder Sports topped the field by defeating Team Crane from E. Peoria.  


At Alpha Park in Bartonville July brought us our Last Chance “D” and “E” qualifiers.  In the “E” last chance, Earps Hideaway/Jags from Peoria came through the field undefeated by beating Sudden Impact from Clinton 12-11 in the championship game.  In the class “D” Last Chance, Kelly Glass, after loosing their first game to Baseball Card City from Peoria 14-1, came back through the losers bracket to beat Baseball Card City twice, 9-7 in the first game and 16-6 in the title game.


Players Lounge from Canton beat No Problem Pub from Bloomington twice to top the field in the class “D” qualifier held July 5 at TK Wendl’s in Urbana.


In this, our fist year of running ISA in Illinois, 120 teams have participated in our State and World Qualifiers to date.  We look for this number to do nothing but grow in the future.
